5 hard-boiled eggs, chopped
3 stalks celery, chopped
½ small sweet onion, chopped
1 (2oz) jar pimentos, drained
1 green pepper, chopped
Salt and pepper to taste

Cook pasta according to package directions.  
Drain well.  In a large bowl, whisk together the 
relish, garlic powder, celery seed, mayonnaise, 
sour cream, sugar, mustard and vinegar.

Add the cooled pasta, eggs, celery, onion, 
pimentos and green pepper and stir to combine.  
Season with salt and pepper and chill until ready 
to serve.
